Connectivity
between all these nodes and green ockets are
able to rejuvenate Kg. Baru Salak Selatan into
a more well connected and functioning village.

Once all these connections are established
with good urban infrastructure and pedestrain
walkways, the connectivity within the villagers
will improve.
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
